» There are several different types of polyps, which are growths in the lining of the colon
It a polyp was removed during your colonascopy, you will receive a report indicating the
type of polyp you had remaved

» One type of polyp - called an adenomatous polyp (or adenoma for short) - is a benign
precancerous growth which may develop into colon cancer in the future if nat remaved

» Removal of an adenomatous polyp prevents cancer from developing at that spat, but

ou are at risk to develop polyps at other Iocations in your colon. Close follow-up
is recommended

> Over the age of 50, 25% of men and 15% of women will have an adenomatous polyp
found on colonoscopy.

> I you have a family history of colan cancer, the interval far your follow-up exam may
be shortened

» Ask your doctor if they send screening reminders when it Is time for another
colonoscopy. If nat, take care to note the date of your next exam so that you stay on
schedule with your preventative care
